Students will have orientation for the rest of the morning with their class and peer support leaders and will receive 
their timetables on this day. 

‘Day 1’ of the school timetable starts on Wednesday, 3rd February and all students should be at school by 9am for 
a full day of classes finishing at 2.30pm (usual Wednesday bell time). 

Basic stationery is required on the first day of school and further stationery should be purchased once students have 
their timetables and know what option choices they will be studying.
