Our second-
hand uniform shop is also open every school day this year between 9am and 3pm (ask at the main reception for 
directions) until Friday, 5th December and will be re-open in 2026 between 9am & 3pm on Wednesday 21nd, 
Thursday 22nd  and between 9am and 12pm on Friday 23rd January 2026.   Please note that our stock of second-hand 
uniform is limited. 

The first day of the timetable for 2026 is Thursday, 29th January (Day 4) and all students should be at school by 
9.45am for a full day of classes finishing at 3.10pm.
